Tully Test Centre Bull Sale 18th November 2006

Last Saturday was another day of firsts for the ICBF Tully Beef Performance Test Centre.  It was the first Autumn sale held at Tully and it also marks the first time that ICBF has held three sales at Tully covering all three intakes. 68 Bulls of eight different breeds were offered for sale on Saturday.  

An interesting trend also emerging at the Test Centre is that Bulls that have performed extremely well in the past at Tully are now siring sons that are outperforming their contemporaries. ‘Rosscahill Uri’ in 2004 and ‘Milbrook Tanko’ in 2005 were both Top Performers while at Tully.  Both Bulls sired five of the top priced Bulls at the sale.  Some of the prices from the day are listed below:

Limousin 

FBD Trust Champion Limousin ‘Ballydaniel Alexander’, a son of ‘Rosscahill Uri’ bred by Jimmy Smyth, sold for €5000 to James Power Co Waterford.  ‘Ballydaniel Alexander’ had an outstanding average daily gain on test of 2.62 kg/day, a BLUP Muscle score of 129 and a BPSI value of 100.2.

FBD Trust 3rd prize winner ‘Milbrook Adder’, a son of ‘Milbrook Tanko’ bred by William Smith, sold for €3500 to Brendan Lynch Co Kildare.  ‘Milbrook Adder’ had an impressive average daily gain of 2.27, a BLUP Muscle score of 122 and a BPSI of 101.7.  Two further sons of ‘Milbrook Tanko’, ‘Milbrook Amigo’ and ‘Maythorn Alfred’, sold for €3450 and €3200 respectively.

FBD Trust 2nd prize winner ‘Coravackan Aladdin’, a son of ‘Epson’ bred by Reuben Ford, went to Michael F O’Regan Co Cork for €3000.  ‘Coravackan Aladdin’ had an average daily gain of 1.97, a BLUP Muscle score of 118 and a BPSI of 95.

Charolais 

FBD Trust Champion Charolais ‘Mountlodge Adam’, a son of ‘Enfield Plexus’ bred by Mark Hughes, sold to Laurence Dorian Co Louth for  €4200.  ‘Mountlodge Adam’ had an average daily gain of 2.17 kg/day, a BLUP Muscle score of 124 and a BPSI of 140.4.  ‘Dolland Alabama’, a son of ‘Prince’ bred by Kevin Molloy with an average daily gain of 2.07 and a notable BLUP Skeletal score of 121 also made €4200 going to Pat Kinsella Co Wexford.

FBD Trust 2nd prize winner ‘Colmar Arlington’ a son of ‘Cloneygowan Rebel’ bred by Francis Keogh sold to Donal McParland Co Down NI for €3050.  ‘Colmar Arlington’ had an excellent average daily gain of 2.32, a BLUP Muscle score of 121 and a BPSI of 132.4.

FBD Trust 3rd prize winner ‘Rossy Abeauty’, a son of ‘Doonally New’ bred by JJ McKeon sold to John Mullaney Co Tipperary for €2450.  ‘Rossy Abeauty’ had an average daily gain of 1.8, a BLUP Muscle score of 111 and a BPSI of 135.1.

Simmental

Angela & Gerard Brickley’s FBD Trust Champion ‘Celtic Starbuck’, a son of ‘Max’ will be retained for progeny testing and semen will be available in the Spring.  ‘Celtic Starbuck’ had a very impressive average daily gain on test of 2.38 kg/day, a BLUP Muscle score of 108, a BPSI of 78.3, and is also backed up by comprehensive milk records.

Angus

FBD Trust 3rd prize winner ‘Cullaghmore Ben’, a son of ‘KBJ Jetta 64D’ bred by Cecil Barber sold to Michael Fennessy Co Waterford for €2300.  ‘Cullaghmore Ben’ had an average daily gain of 1.9 and an excellent Predicted Calving Difficulty value of -0.54.

Parthenaise

‘Kilcrea Andy’, a son of ‘Rugissant’ bred by Thomas Scally sold to Eddie Kehoe of Co Wexford for  €3000.  ‘Kilcrea Andy’ had an exceptional average daily gain on test of 2.28 kg/day and a BPSI of 35.4.

126 new intake bulls aged between 9 and 12 months began their performance test on 2nd November 2006 and will be offered for sale in the next Tully Performance Tested Bull Sale in March 2007.
